Gigondas, Chateau de Saint Cosme      67 % Grenache - 20% Syrah – 12% Mourvèdre - 1% 
Cinsault. Aged for twelve months : 70 % in 1 to 4 years old barrels - 15 % in wooden vats – 15% in concrete 
vats. The dry summer of 2007 gives us a magnificent intensity and precision in the wine. They remind me 
of 2005 for their balance and their freshness. They gained plenty of density during the ageing and they 
offer the wide range of aromas.	 91-93 points R.Parker

Croszes Hermitage, Cuvee Christophe, Domaine des Remizieres, Rhone      This 
100% Syrah based wine bursts of fruit! Incredible, almost like a traditional Australian Shiraz, but with 
more finesse and lighter structure. So easy to drink on it’s own, yet a great companion for food. This is a 
very small producer, so enjoy it while it lasts.	 91+ points R.Parker 05’

A  Croszes Hermitage, Domaine Combier, Rhone

Cotes du Rhone Red, Marcel Guigal      50% Syrah, 50% Grenache. Ripe and spicy, this 
mouthfilling wine offers cedar and black pepper scented cherry, plum and earth aromas and flavors and is 
lively from start to finish. Immediately appealing and more complex than most.

Cote Rotie, Brune et Blonde, Marcel Guigal      Deep and loaded with black pepper and 
black cherry fruit, rich and full-bodied, fleshier than it is tannic, a textbook example of this Rhone wine. 
Perfect for steak au poivre.  100% Syrah, on occasion a bit of Viognier - like 5% max.

Alto Moncayo, Campo de Borja, Aragon, Spain      Old Vine Grenache. Campo de Borja is 
located between Madrid and Barcelona, south of Rioja and has been put on the wine map by the master 
of Spanish wines, Mr. Jorge Ordonez. The estate’s mid-level effort is the fairly priced Alto Moncayo. This 
wine is spectacular, and represents the perfect foil for grilled steak, with riveting intensity and palate 
staining extract, the Alto Moncayo is inky/purple, full-bodied, and rich.

Chateauneuf du Pape “Marquis” Patrick Lesec      Majority Grenache, with 3% Syrah and 
a bit Mourvedre. Delicious. Full-bodied yet quite racy, with black fruit singing along. Warm at midpalate 
and plummy, showing blackberry, spice and mocha character and supple tannins.

Chateauneuf du Pape, Chateau de St. Cosme      A blend of 50% Grenache and 50% Old Vine 
Mourvedre! The Cosme Chateauneuf du Pape is a nicely structured, deep plum/garnet-colored wine with 
plenty of Provencal herbs, sweet black cherries, and currants, some resiny notes, and broad flavors. It is a 
fine wine to drink over the next decade.
